Asset 2 - External

Positive Family Communication

Ages 3-5 Parents and/or primary caregivers express themselves positively and respectfully, engaging young children
in conversations that invite their input.
Ages 5-9 Parent(s) and child communicate openly, respectfully, and frequently, with child receiving praise for her or

his efforts and accomplishments.

What can | do?

1. Teach your children words they can use to describe their feelings. For example, teach them to use pleased, excited,
content or thrilled instead of just fAhappy. o

2. When your children are sad, try to find out why. If they cannot tell you or do not want to tell you right now, assure them
that when they are ready to talk, you are ready to listen.

3. Look at children when you speak to them. Eye contact is a simple way to let them know you care.

4. Some teasing is fun and playful, but stop if your child is embarrassed or uncomfortable.

5. Accept that it is okay for children to cry, and avoid passing judgements on their expressions of sorrow.

6. Positive language is best.
